Reception and KS1 Sports day 
 

You are invited to Reception and Key Stage One’s Sports Day on Wednesday 19th  
June. We will be holding our sports day in the afternoon, with a scheduled start time 
of 1:00pm and finishing at 3:00pm. Children will be placed into their four house point 
teams and will be asked to come to school wearing their normal PE kit.

In addition to this, there will be a BBQ serving burgers and sausage buns as well as 
some refreshments. These will incur a small cost and can be served using cash or 
card. Any money raised on the day will be used to purchase new PE resources to 
support the children’s learning.  
 
In order to ensure the safety of the children, please enter the school through the 
Main Office Gate. 
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During the day, you must stay on the field outside the building and do not enter the 
building unsupervised. If you need anything on the day, please find a member of 
staff.
